What the Law Says & What it Means:

If you make unauthorized copies of copyrighted material, you're stealing.
You're breaking the law, and you could be held legally liable for thousands
of dollars in damages.

U.S. copyright law prohibits the unauthorized duplication, performance or
distribution of a creative work.

If you do not have legal permission, and you copy or distribute copyrighted
material, you can be PROSECUTED.

How is the DMCA typically enforced?

Information Technology Services receives a notice from a representative of
the copyright holder. UMR is required by law to trace the violation to your
computer and disable access to the copyrighted material.
